For our last project, we examined heroes from around the world. Now, we’re going to examine authors from around the world.

Step One - Choose a country – any country other than America, England, Scotland, Ireland, or Wales – whose stories you would like to learn more about.  (If you’re having trouble thinking of one, look through the dark green textbook for ideas – there’s lots of authors in there).
Step Two – Find an author from that country you’d like to know more about, one that sounds interesting to you.

Step Three – Create a google slides presentation that includes the following:

If sites like bibme.org or citationmachine.net are giving you trouble, just follow this format for your Works Cited entries:  Author Last Name, Author First Name, Title of Book or Website, Publisher, Location (if a book), date published (if a website, date last updated and date accessed).
